Executive Summary

The Turf Club seek Council support for some of the works that they are routinely
undertaking at the Narromine Showground.

Report

Over the past several months the Executive of the Narromine Turf Club have been
discussing the potential for ongoing support of some of the routine work that is
undertaken by the Turf Club. Largely the support would be a confribution towards
some of the ground keeping works undertaken as well as financial relief for the water
usage.

Turf Club Executive have outlined that this work is undertaken by the Turf Club for the
benefit of the whole Community and as such a greater confribution from the
community is warranted.

Financial Implications

At this time the financial or works conftribution suggested has not been nominated.
Some further investigations are required by Council staff to determine the costs being
paid by the Turf Club, the benefits to the community and the costs that Council would
incur if Council undertook the maintenance.
