1. Main Purpose of Conference/Visit/Meeting
This advisory panel guides WaterNSW on the balance between water releases,
river heights and downstream flooding effects to land and infrastructure, as well
as the environment.

2. Key Messages/Highlights of Relevance to Council
There have been three meetings held during recent weeks to discuss tributary
flows and releases from Burrendong Dam to mitigate floods downstream.

Outflows have increased from 12,000 mega litres per day to 40,000 mega litres
per day as at the publication of this report.

3. Benefits to Narromine Shire Council
Provides a forum to identify methods for the management of hazards
associated with flooding.

4. Suggestions for Future Action (if appropriate)
Continued representation on this group when required.

Plan. We have seen communities react to changing water availability and recognise that drought, 
climate change, agricultural practices, floods, technologies all contribute to the challenging but 
necessary balance of equitable water sharing, not just in the Basin but across Australia. We have also 
seen local government and the MDA lead the way in building consensus by sharing knowledge to 
understand the experience of communities beyond their own. 

I am proud of my part in the role the MDA has played in 
making local leadership a national priority; in developing 
trust, unity, equity, and growth; increasing collaboration, 
connecting catchments and communities; recognising 
that our Plan is our future enabling us to regenerate a 
healthy, working Basin. 

If these laudable achievements sound familiar, it is 
because these are the themes that have set the agenda 
for a national conversation through successive MDA 
National Conferences.
