Inland Rail - Narromine to Narrabri proposed by Australian Rail Track Corporation 

Limited.  The Proponent has requested the Minister for Planning and Public Spaces to 

declare the proposal as critical State Significant Infrastructure. 

 

This section of the Inland Rail project consists of approximately 300 km of new single-

track rail line, through private and public property in a “greenfield” environment 

between Narromine and Narrabri.
